ules for PrePass and PrePass Plus

|.You must pull into all open weigh stations and ports-of-entry not participating
in PrePass.

2.You must pull into any PrePass participating weigh station when the red light
illuminates on the transponder installed in the cab of your truck or when no
light is illuminated.

3.You must use the lanes designated for PrePass users when approaching a
weigh station or port-of-entry. If you are changing lanes when approaching the
station, you may receive a red light because proper bypass validations could
not be performed and you will be required to pull into the station.

4.The transponder currently installed in your vehicle has been specifically
assigned to this vehicle. This equipment will not work on any other vehicle
unless you first notify the PrePass Customer Service Center.

5.You must notify the PrePass Customer Service Center if your transponder is
lost, stolen or damaged.

6. Toll Facilities:You must follow all toll signs, signals and messages, and
proceed through the toll at the required lane speed of 5mph or less.

7. Toll Facilities:You must use the lanes designated for E-ZPass when
approaching toll facilities.

Special Notes

* All trucks must carry valid registration, credentials and insurance.

* All carriers must operate safely and adhere to the size and weight
regulations of each state.

* Trucks are randomly selected to pull in.

* Colorado - (Dumont WB) This port has an exit off the interstate before
you reach the port. If you take this exit, you must report to the port when
you reenter the interstate
-even if you received a green light on your transponder.

» Maryland - Trucks receiving a red light must report to the static scale and
disregard ramp sorter signals.

» Ohio and West Virginia - An Alliance for Uniform Hazmat
Transportation license is required if hauling hazardous materials/waste.
Follow in-cab signal. Disregard state signs to pull into weigh station.
